1. Observed increase in Holiness. 

      - Increasing hatered-ness to sin 

1Th_4:4  that each one of you know how to control his own  

                body in holiness and honor  

1Th_4:7  For God has not called us for impurity, but in holiness.  

Heb_12:14  Strive for peace with everyone, and for the holiness  

               without which no one will see the Lord. 

2Co_7:1 & 2 Peter 1:5-11..

     Luke 9:23,14:27,33

      - Grow together into Christ – Eph 4:11-15 

      - Working for the Edification of the body of Christ!
